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5th Grade Homework Policy
Our goal in 5th grade is to prepare your student for middle school, and ultimately their future career choices.  It is extremely important to help your child stay organized.  An organized student is a successful student.  Organization is also a skill that needs to be taught and modeled at home.  We will do our best to help provide tools at school, please help by reinforcing these life long skills at home.

Some helpful tips.

1. Have a designated place in your home where your child will place their binder.

2. Make it a habit to open the planner right away so you know what your child has for homework.

3. Set the timer for both breaks and work time to help your child set small goals for homework completion.

4. Use break times to get moving, playing outside not to watch TV.

5. Set aside some time each week, or each night if needed, to organize your child’s binder.  Make sure everything is in the correct place!  If you notice anything is missing let us know right away!

6. Pack your backpack the night before so that you know everything is ready.

Students are expected to complete assignments and turn them in on the assigned due date.  Time spent doing homework will vary depending upon students’ abilities and time management.  If your student is having difficulty on their homework, or spending too much time, please contact Mrs. Roth or Mrs. Arnoldi. (The general rule is 10 minutes per grade level per night)
Please check the planner and the homework to make sure it is completed!  If your child is absent, you want to double check their planner, or you are unsure of an assignment please let us know.

Students who have late work will make a phone call home or send you an email.
When students choose not to turn in nightly assignments on time, the following will occur:

· Assignments that are not graded will be recorded as a late assignment.

· Graded assignments will be taken down 1 point for each day late.

· Students will be given one extra day for each day absent on homework.

· After a week, homework will earn a zero.

· Students with late work will not participate in choice time on Friday or will lose their lunch/recess.
